What is High School Career Dual Enrollment?

High School Career Dual Enrollment is an option for high school students to enroll in RTC postsecondary courses creditable toward both high school graduation and a career and technical program certificate. Students can earn up to (3) credits per year. Courses are weighed the same as advanced placement and IB courses when grade point averages are calculated.

What are the entry requirements to be high school career dual enrolled?

· Age 16 or older

· 11th or 12th grade

· Completed a minimum of 11 high school credits and on track to graduate with a standard diploma.
· A minimum 2.5 unweighted grade point average (GPA).

Is transportation available?

*Yes. Limited school bus transportation is provided and must be identified on the application. Charter, home, and or private school students must provide their own transportation.

What happens if the technical program is not completed prior to high school graduation?

A student who does not complete his/her program during high school may return as an adult student and complete the program. Once enrolled as an adult all enrollment/financial criteria will apply.
